Out of all the
food consumed in Japan now, only 40% is produced at home. This fact causes some problems.

One of the main problems is shown through “food miles.” Food miles show the distance
that food has traveled before it reaches the consumer. When products are carried by truck,
ship or plane, a great amount of COz is emitted. More food miles mean a greater impact on
the environment.

According to an estimate made by some experts, Japan is one of the countries with the

most food miles. The Japanese diet might be an ecologically great burden on the earth.
